	“Remember to” steps:

	Multiplying proper fractions: 

3 / 6  x 3  =  9/ 6 = 1 3/6



Multiplying mixed numbers :
2 1/3 x 4 =

Workings:

X whole numbers: 2 x 4 = 8 

X the fraction: 1/3 x 4 = 4/3 = 1 1/3 

Add totals: 
8 + 1 1/3 = 9 1/3 
	Multiplying proper fractions:
-Multiply the numerator 
- Do not multiply the denominator
- Write the answer as a fraction
-If answer is more than one whole (improper fraction) then write as a mixed number (if your child struggles with this step please leave as an improper fraction)

Multiplying mixed numbers :
- Multiply the whole numbers first
-Multiply the numerator of the fraction 
- Do not multiply the denominator
- Add the totals together 
-If any answer is more than one whole (improper fraction) then write as a mixed number
