Top 4 places to go walking in the New Forest

There are many different walks to explore in the forest, but here are some of most popular walking routes you can find….
1. Bolderwood: Radnor Trail (1.9 miles)
This fantastic medium walk passes through sweet chestnut, oak and beech dating from the 1860s. Head towards the beautiful Bratley Water, which makes for the ideal spot to rest and enjoy a picnic. The trail will then lead you to the Bolderwood deer viewing platform where you can often see Fallow Deer and at certain times of the day you can see them being fed by the local rangers.

2. Keyhaven Marsh (3.5 miles)
Perfect for families and also those with accessible needs. This 3.5 mile walk follows a lovely path along the coast, where you can enjoy breathtaking views across the Solent to the Isle of Wight and the Needles. There's lots of wonderful bird life at Keyhaven Marshes for you to enjoy. 

3. Burley Village Walk (4.2 miles)
Burley is a quirky village in ther New Forest, where you can find wonderful pubs and tasty handmade fudge. On this trail, you'll head out of the centre of the village and explore around the edge on a circular walk. Enjoy the gentle uphill climb along Castle Hill Lane, where you'll find amazing views across the Avon Valley. You'll also pass an ancient fort, open forest and woodland. 

4. Lyndhurst on foot (8.5 miles)
Discover the ‘heart’ of the New Forest at Lyndhurst. What better way to do this than on foot! This circular walk extends through the parish of Lyndhurst and passes by several pubs, perfect for a break in your journey! A lot of the 8½ mile route is on the footpaths and bridleways which surround the town, with only small sections of the walk taking place on roads.
See how many New Forest ponies and other animals you can spot along the way.
This walk can be enjoyed all year around, although we would recommend that you wear appropriate clothing and footwear, particularly in the colder months.

Calshot 
Calshot beach forms part of a mile long shingle spit which reaches out into the mouth of Southampton Water. From here you get a great view of the ships coming and going from one of the UK’s largest ports.

The beach also offers panoramic views of the Solent, Southampton and the Isle of Wight so it is little wonder the beach is the site of a 16th century castle. Built in 1539 by Henry VIII, Calshot Castle is one of number of similar forts built to defend the south coast from the French and Spanish.
Calshot beach is home to one of the UK’s biggest outdoor and watersport centres. The Calshot Activities Centre offers a range of activities including windsurfing, kitesurfing, sailing and climbing. The centre is located in a hangar which was built to house the flying boats of the Calshot Naval Air Station.
On the other side of the spit is an extensive salt marsh which is home to a wealth of birds and other wildlife.

One to one support is also given to families. Hythe Huddle is a monthly support group for people with dementia and their carers, they provide a programme of music, entertainment and activities. They also run a weekly memory group. There is also a time group which supports families coping with addiction, these sessions are bi-monthly or telephone support is available. Weekly meetings are held for carers of children with additional needs (SWANS), this is a drop-in morning group with one to one home visits offered.  This group also arranges activity days and the occasional outing/event during the school holidays. One to one support is offered to vulnerable families, including home visits, assisting with food parcels, support with behavioural problems with children etc. They work in partnership with Social Services and signpost to other services.
