Progression of Knowledge – Art.
	Year 3
	Sketching/Painting: Colour – 

Can place Seurat (1859 – 1891) and Picasso (1881 -1973) fashionable artists, on a timeline. 
To know that cave paintings only used reds and browns because they used natural ingredients in their paint.

To know the difference between complementary (next to each other on colour wheel,) and contrasting colours. (Opposite sides of colour wheel.) 
Know that red and blue makes a tertiary colour – purple. To know that yellow and blue makes green. 
To know that red and yellow makes orange. 
To know that tertiary colours can be mixed to make more tertiary colours such as browns. 
To know how to create a Picasso style face by cutting photos.

To know pointillism is a method of painting using dots to create an image.
To know that the term Quilling is used for paper curling.


	3D sculpture – clay amulets:
To know to difference between a B and a 6B pencil and the effect on shading.

To know how to shade smoothly without leaving gaps, by moving the pencil gently over the paper in a slightly circular motion.
To know how to make a variety of patterns in a flat piece of clay, such as dots, circles and lines.

To know how to make patterns in clay using objects, such as pen lids and straws.

To know how to pinch, pull, press and squeeze clay to create shaped and raised areas.

To know how to make a ‘clay slip’ (glue) using wet clay.

To know Egyptian amulets were made to ward off evil spirits and bring good luck. 

	Sketching/Painting - Animals:
· To know to difference between a B and a 6B pencil and the effect on shading.

· To know how to shade smoothly without leaving gaps, by moving the pencil gently over the paper in a slightly circular motion.

· Know that red and blue makes a tertiary colour – purple. To know that yellow and blue makes green. 

· To know that red and yellow makes orange. 

· To know that tertiary colours can be mixed to make more tertiary colours such as browns. 
To know how to create 5 tones with a sketching pencil, by reducing and increasing pressure on the pencil.
To know how to create a shadow under an object using pencil shading, by starting with a dark colour just below the object, and fading out. 
To be able to create patterns such as lines, dots, circles and spirals in pencil.

To know to record detail in observations 

To know how to layer 2 colours using watercolour paint, by allowing one thin colour to dry before layering a second on top. 
To know how to blend 2 watercolours on the paper, by painting wet paint close to a different colour and gently mixing them where they meet in the middle. 
To know how to mix many tertiary colours, such as a wider variety of browns and greens, more accurate colours suited to the purpose of painting animals.


	Year 4
	Printing:

· To know to difference between a B and a 6B pencil and the effect on shading.

· To know how to shade smoothly without leaving gaps, by moving the pencil gently over the paper in a slightly circular motion.

· To be able to create patterns such as lines, dots, circles and spirals in pencil.

Know a mini viewer can be moved to create interesting images

To know that ‘mono’ means ‘once’, so that a monoprint can only be made once.

To know the process of creating a monoprint using acetate and ink, by using an ink roller to create a ‘pad’ of ink, onto which paper is placed and a pencil is used to draw lines.
To know how to use objects such as lace, combs and bubble wrap to create new prints, by placing them on the paper and pressing down on the ink ‘pad’ to create an impression. 

	Observational Drawing and painting:

· To know to difference between a B and a 6B pencil and the effect on shading.

· To know how to shade smoothly without leaving gaps, by moving the pencil gently over the paper in a slightly circular motion.
· Know that red and blue makes a tertiary colour – purple. To know that yellow and blue makes green. 

· To know that red and yellow makes orange. 

· To know that tertiary colours can be mixed to make more tertiary colours such as browns. 
Can collect a number of different patterns which can be found in natural objects.                                                             To know that watercolour paint is translucent. 	3D sculpture – Andy Goldsworthy:

To know that Andy Goldsworthy is a contemporary artist (which means he has not died!)

Can place Andy Goldsworthy a contemporary artist, on a timeline. (Born – 1956)
To know the main features of Goldworthy’s work – natural, temporary, outdoor, spirals, lines, colour changes.

Know Goldsworthy uses a range of techniques: built on the ground from leaves, sticks, flowers etc. such as spirals and changes in colour.

To know that a sculpture can be viewed from different positions and so can look very different.

To know that sculpture can make people feel differently: exciting, calming, interested, reminds them of something.


	Year 5
	Paint, Pattern and Texture - Architexture:
· To know to difference between all the different pencil grades and the effect on shading.
· To know how to layer 2 colours using watercolour paint, by allowing one thin colour to dry before layering a second on top. 
· To know how to blend 2 watercolours on the paper, by painting wet paint close to a different colour and gently mixing them where they meet in the middle. 
· To know how to mix many tertiary colours, such as a wider variety of browns and greens.
To know to use vanishing points when sketching buildings.

To know and draw several different shapes and patterns in buildings in sketch books, such as brick or tiles patterns. 
To know that different building styles were fashionable in different periods, such as Georgian style was popular in Winchester.

To know the main features of a Georgian style building: symmetry, arched tops to windows and doors, dormer windows, terraces with tall chimneys
To know how to create a thin watercolour wash, by thinning the paint with a lot of water and using a large brush. 
To know how to concertina, cut, curl, tear, layer and fold thin pieces of card and paper, by using different folding methods – demonstrated by teacher. 
Know a variety of objects can be added to images to create texture and pattern.

	Collage - Animals:
· To know how to mix many tertiary colours, such as a wider variety of browns and greens, more accurate colours suited to the purpose of painting animals.

Can place the artist Rousseau, an old master, on a timeline. (1844 – 1910)
To know that Rousseau painted animals from memory and pictures, and this is why strange things occur in his paintings.
To know that there are many different shades of one colour (such as green) and notice them in Rousseau’s paintings.

To know how to transfer an image from a photo onto a piece of paper (using a window and tracing the image from the photo onto paper, then traced over with a permanent marker).  
Know similar colour tones can be laid next to each other to create an overall shaded effect.
	3D sculpture – The Human Form:
· To know to difference between all the different pencil grades and the effect on shading.

· To know how to create areas of light and shade when sketching.
To be able to place Alberto Giacometti (1901 – 1966) on a timeline with Rousseau.

Know someone’s body language will alter according to how they are feeling.
To know how to use line to create a recognisable form - place the pencil on the paper, and observe the figure whilst drawing, without taking the pencil off the paper.
To know the key features of Giacometti’s bronze sculptures: long, thin shapes, thin heads, large feet and rough textured surface.
To know how to create a figure from wire, by bending and twisting the wire into 5 distinct areas – head, 2 arms, 2 legs.
To know how to use the technique of mod roc to cover the wire, using small pieces and water and pressing over the wire, then smoothing over the mod roc with fingers. 
To know that the figure should be heavier at the base and thinner at the top so that it doesn’t collapse!

To know how to create a figure which conveys a human emotion through gesture and body positioning, by bending the sculpture to copy a human gesture. 


	Year 6
	Sketching/Painting/Collage:
· To know to difference between all the different pencil grades and the effect on shading.                               
· To know the main tertiary colours and how they are made.

· To be able to spot contrasting and complementary colours on a colour wheel.
· Know similar colour tones can be laid next to each other to create an overall shaded effect.

· To know how to concertina, cut, curl, tear, layer, crumple and fold thin pieces of card and paper, by using different folding methods. 
· Know a variety of objects can be added to images to create texture and pattern.

Know about the life of Basquiat and how he has influenced diversity within Art. Understand the processes through which Basquiat went through to create his paintings, using mixed media.                                                                                  To use collage to create a mixed effect reflecting the artwork of Basquiat.                                                                       To reflect and express their own feelings within a piece of artwork using mixed media and text.                                              To make links to the work of other artists – Banksy and Warhol.

	3D sculpture:
· To know how to create many different tones, shadows and texture in pencil. 

· To know how to make marks and create texture in clay using pushing, pulling and making indents with objects.

· To know how to make a ‘clay slip’ (glue) using wet clay

To know how to draw a face with the correct proportions: eyes half way down face, eyes in line with tops of ears, mouth in middle of bottom half. 
To know how to create images of facial features in pencil, using shading techniques, to create roundness and 3D effects by applying shading skills developed from previous year.
To know how to create a hollow structure from clay by pressing thumb into a ball of clay and gently expanding outwards, while it sits in the palm of your hand. 
To know how to embellish a surface with texture to form facial features, using pinching and pulling to create noses and ears, and combs and pointed clay tools to create lines etc.
	Sketching/Painting:
· To know how to create many different tones, shadows and texture in pencil. 

· Know similar colour tones can be laid next to each other to create an overall shaded effect.
To know how to create different effects using a pen to make shading, shadows, texture and roundness.

To know how to use cross hatching in order to create a shaded effect with a pen, by crossing lines in 2 directions.

To know who Andy Warhol was and which were his most famous pieces of artwork. (Soup cans and Marilyn Monroe)

To be able to place modernist artist Andy Warhol (1928 - 1987) and graphic designer and artist Julian Opie (1958 - ) on a timeline. 

To know the main features of Warhol’s work: bright colours, blocks of colour, coloured backgrounds, colours altered from can to can, contrasting colours used to draw the eye, black outlines, and text detail.

To know ‘Hue and Saturation’ can be used to create ‘Warholesque’ images on computer in Paint.net.

To know and recognise the work of contemporary graphic artist Julian Opie and that he was a product designer (Album covers.)

To know the term ‘Pop Art’ means  to challenge the traditions of fine art by including imagery from popular and mass culture, such as advertising, comic books and mundane cultural objects.
To recognise and know the main features of Opie’s work: dots for eyes, blocks of colour, lines for mouths, black outlines.
