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	History: Changes in Britain, Stone age to Iron age
· Stone Age – 2.5 million years ago to 2500 BC. 
· The Bronze Age was 2500 BC to 800 BC.
· The Iron Age was 800BC to 43AD
· BC means before Christ and AD means after birth of Christ
· The Stone Age is the name given to the earliest period of human culture when stone tools were first used. 
· The Stone Age is divided into three periods; the Palaeolithic (old Stone Age), Mesolithic (middle Stone Age) and the Neolithic (new Stone Age).
· During the Stone Age, everything people had was made from wood, stones, animal skins or bones.
· The first men and women came to Britain over two and a half million years ago. 
· Tribes of hunters and gatherers of food used simple stone tools and weapons.
· Britain used to be joined to the European land by a land bridge. It is believed that Stone Age man migrated to Britain across the land bridge. 
· Around 2500BC, settlers from mainland Europe brought a new skill to Britain. They were metalworkers who knew how to work with copper. 
· Britons learned to make objects from copper, gold and bronze.
· Iron Age Britain was a violent place. People lived in clans that belonged to tribes led by warrior kings. 
· Many people lived in hill forts to keep safe from attacks.
· During the Iron Age, the Celtic people spread out across Europe and many settled in Britain. 
· People in Iron Age Britain believed in powerful spirits. They met to worship the spirits in sacred places, like the shores of a lake or a clearing in a wood.
· The ancient Britons followed a Celtic way of life.
	History: Egyptians
· Ancient Egypt was one of the greatest and most powerful civilizations in the history of the world. 
· It lasted for over 3000 years from 3150 BC to 30 BC. 
· This was at the same time as the Bronze Age in Britain.
· The monuments and tombs of their Pharaohs continue to stand intact today.
· Egypt is situated in the northeast corner of Africa.
· A large river called the River Nile flows throughout the country into the Mediterranean sea. 
· The Ancient Egyptians lived along the banks of the river Nile in Egypt. 
· The Nile was the source of much of the Ancient Egypt's wealth. The Nile provided food, soil, water, and transportation for the Egyptians
· Ancient Egypt was rich in culture including government, religion, arts, and writing. 
· The leader of the government, the Pharaoh, was also the leader of the religion.
· They were one of the first civilizations to invent writing. 
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	History: Romans
· The Romans era followed the Iron Age.
· The Romans lived in Rome, a city in the centre of a country of Italy.
· Rome was founded by twin brothers: Romulus & Remus
· In August 55 BC, the Roman general, Emperor Julius Caesar invaded Britain.
· The Romans came to Britain for 2 reasons:
1.) The Romans were cross with Britain for helping the French fight against the Roman general Julius Caesar.
2.) They came to Britain to look for riches – land, slaves, iron, lead, zinc, copper, silver and gold.
· The Roman army structure included a centurion commanding 80 men divided into ten sections.
· The Romans remained in Britain from 43AD to 410AD. 
· The Romans left Britain because their homes in Italy were under attack by French tribes and every soldier was needed.
· The Romans gave us: calendars, language, law, legal systems, the census, straight roads and heating.
· Romans pursued many interests, such as music, art, dancing, reading, and sports. 
· Many attended plays, while others enjoyed chariot race and gladiator fights. 
· Romans wore tunics. 
· Education was important to Romans.
· Boudicca was queen of the Iceni people of Eastern England and led a major uprising against occupying Roman forces.
· Boudicca fought in order to protect her people.
· The Roman Empire began to decline in 200AD.
· The city of Rome fell in 476AD.

	History: Anglo Saxons
· This followed the Roman era.
· The Anglo-Saxons were made up of three tribes – the Angles, Saxons and Jutes.
· They came to England from across the North Sea in the 4th century but were beaten back by the Romans. They tried again in the middle of the 5th century and were successful in settling in England.
· They shared the same language but were each ruled by different strong warriors. 
· The Anglo-Saxons were warrior-farmers and came from north-western Europe. 
· Their skills included hunting, farming, textile (cloth) production and leather working.
· The Anglo-Saxons enjoyed horse racing, hunting, feasting and music-making. 
· Children played with balls, hoops and whipping tops (spinning tops). They also played with carved wooden toys such as horses and small wooden boats.
· Historians are not sure why the Anglo-Saxons came to Britain. Some sources say that the Saxon warriors were invited to come to help keep out invaders. Another reason for coming may have been they were looking for new places to settle down and farm. 
· The Anglo-Saxons were pagans when they came to Britain but they gradually converted to Christianity. Many of the customs we have in England today come from pagan festivals.
· Pagans worshiped lots of different gods.

	History: Golden Age of Baghdad
· This was during the Anglo Saxon period and early Middle Ages in Britain (also known as the Dark Ages).
· The Islamic Golden Age dated from the 8th to the 14th century
· The center of the Islamic Golden Age was Baghdad
· Baghdad is the capital of Iraq. 
· The Islamic State stretched from Spain to India
· Trade routes during the Golden Age went through Baghdad
· During the Golden Age in Baghdad, Europe was going through the Dark Ages, losing lots of Roman culture and knowledge
· The House of Wisdom was in the centre of Baghdad and was a store of books for scholars
· Scholars in Baghdad created hospitals, universities and observatories. 
· Algebra was invented during the Golden Age and was the basis of today’s number system
· Scholars and scientist built the first mechanical devices.
· The Golden Age ended when a Mongol attack on Baghdad destroyed the city (The Siege of Baghdad).

	History: Changes in Southampton
Establishing Southampton
· In 70AD the Romans built Clausentum, a settlement where part of present day Southampton is located.
· The Romans chose the location due to trade routes, access to the sea (transport), access to rivers and it was well defended.
· In 407AD the Romans abandoned Clausentum
· In 700AD the Saxons built Hamwic/Hamtun on the other side of the river from where Clausentum was built
· Vikings raided Hamtun regularly.
· Due to the River Itchen silting and the Viking raids, Hamtun moved to the banks of the River Test in the 10th century.
· During the medieval period, Southampton grew quickly and became a busy port, especially exporting wool and importing wine from France.
· Southampton was an important port due to its unique double high tide

Blitz in Southampton
· World War II broke out in September 1939
· In May 1940 the Battle of France took place. It only lasted 46 days before France was defeated. The Nazis then tried to conquer Britain.
· In 1940 Southampton was heavily bombed during the Blitz
· Southampton was bombed because it was a military embarkation port and because of its industry e.g. spitfires.
· Children were evacuated from Southampton to try and keep them safe
· Evacuees didn’t always know where they were going
· Foster parents would ‘pick and chose’ the evacuees they wanted
· During the war people had to live on ‘rations’
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	History: British History (WWII)
· There are many events that led to the start of World War II
· The Treaty of Versailles left Germany struggling after World War 
· The Great Depression in 1929 left many without money
· Hitler came to power in Germany in 1933 and was very popular
· Hitler broke the terms of the Treaty of Versailles e.g. rearmament, militarisation of the Rhinelands. 
· Germany took over Austria as part of the Anschluss
· European leaders, including Neville Chamberlain (the British Prime Minister), tried to appease Hitler in an attempt to avoid war.
· The Munich Agreement gave the Sudetenland to Germany; however, Germany invaded the rest of Czechoslovakia.
· In 1939 Germany invaded Poland
· World War II broke out in September 1939
· Winston Churchill became the British Prime Minister in May 1940
· Winston Churchill gave many famous inspirational speeches
· In May 1940 the Battle of France took place. It only lasted 46 days before France was defeated
· Operation Dynamo was the evacuation of Allied forces from the beaches of Dunkirk after the Battle of France.




	History: Greeks
· The earliest Greek civilizations thrived nearly 4,000 years ago. 
· The Ancient Greek empire spread over Europe as far as France in the East.
· The Greek Empire was most powerful between 2000 BC and 146 BC during the Bronze Age in Britain.
· The Ancient Greeks developed new ideas for government, science, philosophy, religion and art.
· Ancient Greece was split up into many different states, each one was ruled in its own way. The two most important city states were Athens and Sparta.
· Men had a much better life in Ancient Greece than women. 
· Spartan women were taught reading, writing and skills to protect themselves in battle. They had more freedom than women and girls living in Athens. 
· Most houses in Ancient Greek towns were built from stone or clay. 
· Ancient Greek culture still impacts our lives today.
· Greece is the home country of the Olympic Games. 
· The first recorded Ancient Olympic Games were in 776 BC.
· Religion was important to the ancient Greeks, they believed the gods would take care of them when they died.
· The Ancient Greeks believed in many different gods and goddesses. The Greeks believed that these gods and goddesses controlled everything in their lives and the environment.
