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Be inquisitive about your world.

Geography is the study of the complexity of the world around us: considering the earth as the home of people and understanding the diversity of countries and cultures. 

Intent:

Develop knowledge of…
· The local area including settlements in the New Forest, Southampton and Winchester as well as cities of the United Kingdom
· The continents, countries and oceans of the world focusing on European countries, and North and South America.
· OS symbols and map features such as scale
· Key geographical vocabulary of human and physical geography
· The different land uses such as cultivation, pasture, housing etc
· The formation of physical geographical land features: rivers, coasts and volcanoes. 
· Longitude, latitude, Equator, Hemispheres, Arctic and Antarctic Circle, Tropics of Cancer and Capricorn and time zones.
· What different places are like and why they are like that from their location and how and why places will be similar and different.

Learn how to…
· Read world maps, atlases and globes accurately; 
· Read and follow local maps accurately using symbols and keys to locate features
· Use the eight points of a compass, and read 4 and 6 figure grid references, for positional reference. 
· Carry out field work to observe and study the geography of local areas using accurate sketch maps, plans and technology.
· Research and analyse geographical data.
· Compare and contrast human and physical geography in different areas.
· Form and articulate opinions on potentially negative effects of land use on the environment.
· Consider and evaluate different options for land use in the future, considering different stakeholders’ opinions.
