· How to be safe and recognise risks eg on-line, in school, at home and in the wider community
· How to build and maintain positive relationships and how to resolve conflicts 
· When are where to ask for help and guidance 
· Transitions in our lives eg puberty, changing schools, loss, family circumstances 

Communicate 
· With the use of appropriate language identified in lessons eg diverse, prejudice, human rights
· Respectfully and with consideration of the views of others
· Constructively, challenging ideas
· With reflection and insight

	Challenge resides in the curriculum and not in the individual lesson.
	The act of retrieval strengthens memory, making information more retrievable.

Knowledge moves from episodic to semantic.

	Composite questions are broken down into their specific components of knowledge and developed over time.

	Knowledge is broken down into clearly defined parts and revisited regularly. 

	AFL, direct teaching develops novice schemas of knowledge, interventions, monitoring.

	End of unit assignments/ outcomes explore children’s connections in knowledge and demonstrate their understanding.
