	Reading
	10 - 15 mins daily
	Children are expected to read, or be read to, five times a week. This can be from any text that has been made available to them from school or home, including Reading Plus. 
	If 5 reads are not completed in a week, children are to spend 10 mins of a break the following week reading to catch up.

	Maths
	20mins 
(ideally split into smaller amounts of time)
	Children will be expected to consolidate learning from the classroom. This can be mental or written methods. 
	Children are to spend 10 mins of a break completing some of the task. 

	Spellings
	10 - 15 mins
	Children will receive a spelling sheet activity sheet each week linked to their weekly spelling list. 
	If three spelling sheets are not completed, children will spend a break completing the third task. 

	Foundation Subjects
	Optional
	Children will be provided with an enrichment project each half term linked to their topic. This is an optional task. 
	Optional so no consequence. 

	SATs prep for Y6 only
	Varied
	Children will be provided with additional revision tasks in the build-up to KS2 SATs e.g. spag.com
