This is a summary of how our school delivers music education to all our pupils across three areas – curriculum music, co-curricular provision and musical experiences – and what changes we are planning in future years. This information is to help pupils and parents or carers understand what our school offers and who we work with to support our pupils’ music education.

This is about what we teach in lesson time, how much time is spent teaching music and any music qualifications or awards that pupils can achieve.
	The school curriculum for music for each year group can be found in the curriculum section of the Marchwood School website (https://www.marchwood-jun.hants.sch.uk/page/?title=Curriculum+Overview&pid=20). Found here are the overviews for each year group – detailing what is taught during each term of the academic year – as well as documents outlining progression of knowledge in music and subject intent.
Children have opportunities to sing or play an instrument in class lessons: recorders, drums, keyboards and xylophones are taught as detailed in mid-term plans for each year group.
There is a dedicated music room, stocked with percussion instruments, drums, keyboards and xylophones.
Children have opportunities to participate in musical activities during whole-school ‘Love Days’. Such days can either have links to music or be inspired by music itself.


[bookmark: _Toc443397160]Part B: Extra-curricular music
	Children have opportunities to learn an instrument outside of lesson time: Mr Mike Vaughn, a peripatetic music teacher, comes into school two mornings a week to deliver music lessons. 
· Lessons offered are drums, guitar and keyboard. 
· Lessons are shared to meet ability groups and are limited to small numbers.
· The cost is £5 a session and the sessions are 20 minutes (children are taken out of class).
· The cost is not subsided by the school, although in the past, we have helped a PP child when the parent has enquired. 
Children have opportunities to sing in a choir. It features in the school Christmas performance and also performs for the local community. This is open to all children and runs during lunch times. Extra rehearsals and performances may take place during mornings or afternoons on occasion.


Part C: Musical events.
This is about all the other musical events and opportunities that we organise, such as singing in assembly, concerts and shows, and trips to professional concerts.
	· Whole school singing in assembly takes place each week throughout the year. This is split into upper and lower school during the autumn term in preparation for Christmas performances.
· There is a lower school and an upper school Christmas performance each year and, as part of this, there are opportunities for soloists and the choir.
· Singing forms a large part of the leavers’ performance in the summer term, in which all Year 6 children are involved. Again, there are opportunities for soloists and small groups.
· Children will attend dress rehearsals of the performances of their peers, so both perform and participate as part of an audience.
· Children involved in individual lessons with Hampshire Music Hub can perform in an assembly or a performance during the course of the year.


In the future
This is about what the school is planning for subsequent years.
	Invite children who play an instrument to perform in an assembly and enable other children to enjoy and appreciate such live performances. 
Invite children in Year 4 to join a recorder club after their unit has been taught in the autumn term. This would be open to children who enjoyed their lesson-based learning in Year 3 and Year 4 and would like an opportunity to perform as part of an ensemble for an audience. Invite them to perform on their recorders in an assembly. They could perform for the whole school or perform for lower school, which would provide inspiration for Year 3 children.
Inviting local music groups to perform alongside the choir. This has happened in the past and can be further developed.
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
